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The Bench Chisels and the Marking Gage are the only items on the list that you will need for the 2nd class where you will learn how to sharpen them and to re-saw a board.

Bench Chisels:
You need to decide on a chisel set.  Sizes through 1" are the most important, but buying a set of 8 or 6 will give you a 3/8" chisel that you may find valuable. 

Marking Gage:
There are 3 types of marking gages: Wheel gages, knife gages, and nail (single point) gages.  Get a wheel type; you will find it worth it.  You can get one with a micrometer type adjustment, but these cost more.  For a beginner, you can get along fine without the micrometer feature.

You will need the rest of these items for class #3 so you will have more time to make decisions on these items.

Dovetail Saw: 

You need to decide upon a Western style push saw and a Japanese style pull saw.

Mallet:
There are lots of mallets available.  The weights vary a lot.  Some are prettier than others if this is important to you.  The best way to decide is to try them out; there are several styles available in the Shop.

Marking Knife:
There are several styles of marking knives ranging greatly in price.  Single bevel knives are best, but not essential.

Combination Square:
You will want both a 12" square and a 4" square.  But the important feature must be that it is truly square.  A machinist square is a good option for the small size, but this may run up the cost.  Another option is a Kreg Multi Mark tool. (Kregtool.com)

Steel Rule:
You will use both the 12" rule and the 6" rule a lot.  Get both.

Sliding Bevel Gage:
Buy on which can be used on both sides.  Some have a locking nut that protrudes and will interfere with use on the second side.
